We were able to find an accommodation in the Sparta area where the landlord was willing to accept a six 
months lease.  It is a second floor apartment above offices on the first floor. (See address above.)  We 
are greatly blessed by how God has provided furnishings through friends, garage sales, and ministries.   
We have everything we need from silverware to computer.  We want to thank all of you who helped us 
in various ways.  We do not have time and space to mention every name here now, but God each one. 

 A short while ago, we were not sure where we would be landing for ministry on the West Coast of Af-
rica.  The West African office in Ghana worked together with the International headquarters in Orlando, 
FL to come up with our next ministry assignment.  We were presented with three options in order of 
priority according to greatest need.  After prayers, we took the first in the list - The Gambia.   

We are happy about The Gambia for three main reasons: (1) Although there is a significant spiritual chal-
lenge with about 90% of the population being Mus-
lim, it is a ripe harvest field.  (2) The National Co-
ordinator of The Gambia is a colleague and friend 
of mine (Bernard’s).  I had mission training with 
him the same year at the Great Commission Train-
ing Center. (Then as bachelors.)  I foresee an out-
pouring of God’s grace upon us as we renew our 
good working relationship now with our wives and 
families. (3) We will find our way easily without 
undergoing language school since The Gambia was  
formerly colonized by Britain and uses English still.   

We will be sharing more as we learn specifics of our 
assignment in the coming weeks.
